The Renwick Gallery exhibits contemporary
American craft and decorative art. This
may include objects made of glass, wood,
ceramic, textiles, metal, and more.




Near the main lobby, there is a large
staircase with a tan carpet going to the
second floor. | should hold the railing
when | go up and down the stairs. Or | can

use the elevator.




As | climb up the staircase, | will see a
light sculpture by Leo Villareal above
me. It has lots of twinkling LED lights

that flash in different patterns.




In the Grand Salon, there is an installation artwork of cornstalks, by the artist
Justin Favela. It has lights that slowly change color.




As | explore the museum, | will be careful
not to touch any of the artworks and to
maintain a safe, arm's length distance
away from the art.
